Its procedure
include: determination of related variables in'Thai.and foreign. context; development of
data collection instruments; collection and-analysis of data. Samples and instruments used
in the research include: (1) 7 specialists and related people by semi-structured interviews;
(2) 232 administrators, ' heads ' of ' departments, and teachers who are working at
Rachamungkhalaphisek School by using.questionnaires. /Quantitative data were analyzed
by using the descriptive statistics of frequency, percentage,»mean, standard deviation, the
inferential exploratory factor! analysis-and /canonical-correlationanalysis. Qualitative data
were processed by frequency-and content analysis.

Findings were as. follows:, 1. components 'of “the adversity. quotient of
Rachamungkhalaphisek School administrators. include (1) adversity quotient strengths
(2) academic achievement -(3) self-efficacy (4) resilience (5) ‘learning (6) optimism
(7) innovation and (8) self-regulation

2. The relation of the adversity. quotient  of Rachamungkhalaphisek School
administrators' components had a high relation. The internal factors include self-efficacy,
resilience, learning, optimism, and self-regulation. The external factors include adversity
quotient strengths, academic achievement, and innovation. The internal factors and

external factors had a high relation and within the same direction.
