The purposes of this research were: 1) to develop and test the efficiency of

English reading exercises based on authentic materials; 2) to compare the students’
achievement gained after learning with English reading exercise by using the task-based
reading activities; 3) to survey the students’ opinions toward the English reading exercises

based on authentic materials.

The sample, selected by a simple random sampling technique, comprised of
matthayomsuksa four students at Samutsakhonburana School, Samut Sakhon, during the
second semester of academic year 2016. The students studied English reading exercises by
using the task-based reading activity through 4 units. The duration of the experimental
research which covered 8 class sessions, two-period a day (continually), once a week over

a four-week period.

The results of the study were as follows:

1) The efficiency of the English reading exercises based on authentic materials

was 80.43/78.00 percent, which is higher than the expected criterion (75/75).

2) The students’ achievement gained after learning with English reading
exercises by using the task-based reading activity was found to be significantly higher than

the scores gained before at level of .05.

3) The students’ opinions toward the English reading exercises based on

authentic materials were at a high level.
