The objectives of this study were to: 1) compare English reading

comprehension skills of first-year students before and after being taught by using
QAR and 2) study the students’ opinions towards QAR. The sample of this research

was 30 first-year students of Silpakorn University, NakhonPathom province.

The research - instruments- were 1) lesson plans, 2) a reading
comprehension skills test and a questionnaire used to study the students’ opinions

toward using QAR. The data were analyzed by mean, standard deviation, and t-test.

The findings were as follows: 1) English reading comprehension skills of
first-year students after using QAR were significantly higher than before at the .05

level. 2) The students’ overall opinion toward QAR was at a high level.

Acupunctie iz a taditional Chinese medicine that has bean viewead with suspicion in the
west. hMany Chinsse doctors regard acupuncturs as an effective reatment for vatdouws illnsss e such
az stimke Fecently, scientific studies of the effects of acupuncture have bazua in China and almost
all traik az a treatmeant for stroke have been positive. Another study from the UE showed that several

other countries had ound positive ewls too.

The Cochrane Collaboration, an int=rnational non-profit orzanization conduwctad a reviesr
of the benefit of acvpuncture They ©und that thoze who received treatment within 30 days of
iuFaring a stroke were much more likely to make a positive recovery that those who wers not
treated. “Sham’ ampuncture was alzo condected and # wa found that the differance: betwe thi
and “r=al” acvpuncturs were small. Thizs way be becanze of the ‘placebo afzct” whereby patisnts

balisve in the treatment and pozitive in the treatment and positive effects are expeenced.

However, the bizzest problem with the cumant ressarch iz that most shedis are of a poor
guatity and are therefore uvnieliable For example, only three trails veed “Sham” acupuncueaz a
control in studies conducted @ the TLE. wherea no “Sham™ acopun cture was wied in the fraik in
China Part ofthe problam iz thatin the Chinece studiss the patients are hand -picked. Patients come
to the bocpital o receive freatment becanze they alrsady balisve and trust in raditional medicines.
Theze patiants are not willing to be put into a contrel zroup to receive “sham’ treatment and therefors

it iz difficult to conduct a proper study.

There iz al:o a problam with the meamwrament of the vtz of acupuncire. Chnss
docioe belisve that owtcome meamwremant of acupunctere should be differant from that of thoze
vzed in conventional westermn medicine becauze the theory of acupuncuE £ differant. But these

measuremant have not yet been specified.

The recent study in China, induding 262 patients i the largest tail conducted to date md
the =eults covld prove tobe invaluabls i the treatmant of stroks patients. However, at present thers
iz not enoush data available to endorze the rovtines wee o f acupunclure in the reatment of stroks.
What we do lmow iz that acupuncture is cheap, zafe and potantially effective treatment that iz trwstad

by many people, patticulady in China.
