The purposes of this thesis were 1) to compare the students’ ability in English
reading for comprehension between before and after using task-based learning and Sketchnote

and 2) to study the students' opinions toward task-based learning and Sketchnote.

The sample group consisted of 39 first year students of Education faculty, Silpakorn
University, Sanam Chandra campus during the second semester of academic year 2016. The
instruments used for gathering-data consisted of 1) Need analysis questionnaires toward reading
activities' style and reading topics 2) Teaching plans to develop English reading comprehension
ability 3) Lessons and execises to develop English reading comprehension ability 4) English
reading for comprehension test used as the pretest and posttest 5) Opinion questionnaires
toward the development of English-reading comprehension ability by using task-based learning
and Sketchnote. The mean, standard division, and t-test for dependent sample were used to
analyze the gathered data in-order to assess the students’ ability between before and after using
the task-based learning and Sketchnote. Furthermore, the mean and the standard deviation of
items were used to evaluate the students’ opinion-towards the development of English reading

comprehension ability by using task-based learning and Sketchnote.
The results of the study were as follows:

1. The students’ ability in English reading for comprehension after studying through
the task based learning and Sketchnote was significantly higher at the .05 level.

2. The students’ opinions toward the development of English reading

comprehension ability by using task-based learning and Sketchnote were at the high level.

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When the seas rise

When most people think of global warming, they think of something
that will happen in the future, something that doesn’t affect their daily life. But for
many people around the word, the future
is now. Research shows that sea levels
worldwide have been rising at a rate of
0.14 inches (3.5 millimetres) per year since
the early 1990s. The trend, linked to global
warming, is putting thousands of coastal

cities as risk of being destroyed over time.

The two countries below offer a snapshot

of what climate change might look like for all of us.

Seychelles

This chain of island in the Indian Ocean has been called one of the most
beautiful places on Earth. There is a problem, though. Many of the country’s most
populated regions were constructed. in low-lying areas, near the water. As sea levels
rise, many people will lose their homes. Already, the island’s tourism industry is
being hurt. Seychelles’s famous beaches are being eroded by the rising water, as
well as by storms that grow more powerful each year. In addition, the country’s
coral reefs (a popular tourist attraction) are suffering because of warmer water. To
flight these problems, the sovernment of the Seychelles has been trying to relocate
people living in low-lying coastal areas to higher ground. Unfortunately, there isn’t
enough land to accommodate many of these people. The country’s citizens are also
trying to bring as much attention as possible to global warming and the danger it
poses. They point out that if these things happen to the Seychelles, they can
happen to big countries like the United States, China or Brazil next.

The Netherlands

For the people of the Netherlands, rising waters have been an obstacle
for years. The country is close to 30 percent under sea level. A series of dams and
dikes has protected the country from mass flooding for many years, but as sea levels

continue to rise, more extreme solutions are being considered. One of them is a
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large increase in “floating houses.” There houses are built on water or in areas that
flood, and each structure is able to rise and fall with the water. Sustainable and
efficient apartment buildings that can float are also being planned. Engineers in the
Netherlands are also continuing the country’s tradition of doing large construction
projects to help hold the water back. Larger dams have been built in recent years,
and rivers have been rerouted so they are not as chose to cities. Today, engineers
from many countries visit the Netherlands to learn more about these projects. They
fear that in the future, as the Earth warms and sea levels continue to rise. Dutch

building techniques will have to be used all over the world.

Passage: 4 Laughter Is the Best Medicine for Your Heart

Can a laugh every day keep the heart attack away? Maybe so. Laughter,
along with an active sense of humor, may help protect you against a heart attack,
according to a recent study by cardiologists at the University of Maryland Medical
Center in Baltimore. The study, which is the first to indicate that laughter may help
(5) prevent heart disease, found that people with heart disease were 40 percent less
likely to laugh in a variety of situation compared to people of the same age without
heart disease.

"The old saying that 'laughter is the best medicine," definitely appears to
be true when it comes to protecting your heart," says Michael Miller, M.D., director of
(10) the Center for Preventive Cardiology at the University of Maryland Medical
Center and associate professor of medicine at the University of Maryland School of
Medicine. "We don't know yet why laughing protects the heart, but we know that
mental stress is associated with impairment of the endothelium, the protective
barrier lining our blood vessels. This can cause a series of inflammatory reactions
(15) that lead to fat and cholesterol build-up in the coronary arteries and ultimately
to a heart attack."

In the study, researchers compared the humor responses of 300 people.
Half of the participants had either suffered a heart attack or undergone coronary

artery bypass surgery. The other 150 did not have heart disease. One questionnaire
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(20) had a series of multiple-choice answers to find out how much or how little
people laughed in certain situations, and the second one used true or false answers
to measure anger and hostility. Miller said that the most significant study finding was
that "people with heart disease responded less humorously to everyday life
situations." They generally laughed less, even in positive situations, and they

(25) displayed more anger and hostility.

"The ability to laugh - either naturally or as learned behavior - may have
important implications in societies such as the United States where heart disease
remains the number one killer," says Miller. "We know that exercising, not smoking,
and eating foods low in saturated fat will reduce the risk of heart disease. Perhaps
(30) regular, hearty laughter should be added to the list."

Miller says it may be possible to incorporate laughter into our daily
activities, just as we do with other heart-healthy activities, such as taking the stairs
instead of the elevator. "We could perhaps read something humorous or watch a
funny video and try to find ways to take ourselves-less seriously," Miller says. "The
(35)recommendation for a healthy-heart may one day be exercise, eat right, and

laugh a few times a day."
