The purposes of the research were: 1) to compare the students’ ability in
English speaking before and after using English storytelling activities, and 2) to
investigate the students’ opinions toward the English storytelling activities. The
subjects consisted of 30 students studying in sixth grade at Nakprasith School. The
subject studied four lesson of activities which covered eight class sessions. The
research instruments included 1) the storytelling activities 2) the assessment of
students’ ability in English speaking before and after using the English storytelling
activities and 3) the survey of students’ opinions toward the English storytelling
activities.

The gathered data were analyzed by t-test in order to compare the
students’ ability in Ensglish speaking before and after using English storytelling
activities, and the mean and the standard deviation of items were used to evaluate
the students’ opinions toward the English storytelling activities. The results of this
study revealed 1) the subjects’ speaking ability after the experiment through the
English storytelling activities was significantly higher at 0.01 level, and 2) the subjects’

opinions toward the English storytelling activities were highly positive.
