The purposes of this research were to: 1) develop English listening
comprehension achievement using Podcast for Prathomsuksa six students, and
2) study opinion towards development of English listening comprehension using
Podcast for Prathomsuksa six students. The samples used in the study consisted of 30
Prathomsuksa six students in the first semester of the 2018 academic vyear
of Nongkungsalanumtiangwittayakorn school, selected by Simple Random Sampling.
The experiment took 8 hours in four weeks. The instruments used in the study were:
1) Podcast, 2) lesson plans, 3) English-listening comprehension achievement test, and
4) questionnaires on opinion towards English listening comprehension using Podcast.
The data were analyzed by mean, standard deviation and t-test for dependent

samples.

The results of the study indicated that:

1. The students' English- listening comprehension achievement using
Podcast after the experiment was significantly increased higher than before the

experiment at the .05 level.

2. The students' opinion towards the development of English listening

comprehension using Podcast after the experiment was at a high level.
