The purposes of the research were 1) to compare first year students’

grammar learning achievement ~ before and after teaching grammar using
constructivism theory 2) to explore the students’ opinions toward teaching grammar

using constructivism theory.

The samples were first year students in faculty of Engineering and
Industrial Technology for 32 persons, using the simple random sampling. The
duration of the experiment was 4 weeks. The instruments consisted of 1) lesson
plans; 2) a grammar achievement test and 3) a 5 rating scales questionnaire on
opinions toward teaching grammar using constructivism theory. Statistics for data

analysis were mean, standard deviation and dependent t-test.

The research results were as follows :

1) the students’ grammar learning achievement after teaching using

constructivism theory was higher than before students’ studying at the 0.05 level

2) the students’ opinions toward teaching grammar using constructivism

theory were at the highest level.
