The purposes of this experimental research with Mixed Methods Research Design were
1) to compare grade 5th students’ abilities of English - speaking skills for communication in daily
life between before and after using Task- based Learning and 2) to study the satisfaction of grade
5% students towards Task-based Learning. A convenience sampling was used to select research
samples which were 33 grade 5™ students from The Demonstration School of Silpakorn University
(Early Childhood and Elementary) in Academic year 2018. Research instruments used for gathering
data were: 1) instructional plans of English - speaking skills for communication in daily life by using
Task-based Learning, 2) parallel tests for grade 5™ students’ abilities of English - speaking skills for
communication in daily life that were used to evaluate the students’ abilities of English - speaking
skills before and after using Task-based Learning, 3) the evaluation forms of grade 5th students’
abilities of English - speaking skills for communication in-daily life that was used for all the research
duration, 4) Oral interview forms that was used to study students’ satisfaction towards grade 5th
students’ abilities of English. - speaking skills for communication in daily by using Task-based
Learning. Data-were analyzed.in percentage (%), mean, standard deviation (S.D), t-test dependent

and content analysis.

Research results of this study were 1) grade 5th students’ abilities of English - speaking
skills for communication in daily life after using Task- based Learning is statistically significant higher
than before with 0.5. As a whole, there is the continuous improvement of English - speaking skills
for communication in daily life during the study. 2) grade 5™ students’ satisfaction towards Task-
based Learning was significantly high, indicating that students were the most satisfied with learning

management benefits, activity management, and atmosphere respectively.
