The purposes of this research were to: 1) develop and test the efficiency of using English
reading exercise and Six Thinking Hats technique on English critical reading skills for grade-nine students
at Kannasootsuksalai School; 2) compare students English critical reading ability before and after using
the exercises and Six Thinking Hats technique to enhance their English critical reading skills; and 3)

investigate students’ opinions toward the exercises and Six Thinking Hats technique

The sample, selected by a simple random sampling technique, comprised 40 grade-nine
students at Kannasootsuksalai School during the first semester of academic year 2019. The students
studied 4 learning units with the English reading exercises and Six Thinking Hats Technique to enhance
their English critical reading skills. Each unit was conducted in 2 hours and the experiment covered 10

hours in total.

The instruments used for this research consisted of: 1) the English Reading Exercises and
Six Thinking Hats technique; 2) an English’ critical test, used as a pretest and posttest; 3) an opinion
questionnaire toward the English-Reading Exercises and Six Thinking Hats technique. Mean and standard
deviation of items were used to evaluate the students’ opinions toward the English reading exercises
and Six Thinking Hats technique. The paired-sample t-test was used to analyze the students’ ability in

English analytical reading.
The results of the study were as follows:

1. The efficiency score of the English reading exercises and Six Thinking Hats technique was

75.25/75.40, which is higher than the expected criterion: 75/75

2. The students’ English critical reading ability after using the English reading exercises and

Six Thinking Hats technique were significantly higher at the .05 level.

3. The students’ opinions toward the English reading exercises and Six Thinking Hats

technique were at the good level.

Potential
bullies have one less target for their insults; it’s hard to make fun of what someone is wearing
when you’re dressed exactly the same. In America, where a majority of schools do not have a
uniform, roughly 160,000 children miss school every day due to fear of attack or intimidation by
other students. This might not be directly linked to what they’re wearing, but having a uniform
can be a safety net for many students who might otherwise suffer from bullying. A strict uniform
gives the impression that rules are strict too, perhaps helping maintain a sense of order at school.
@ Although wearing a.school uniform_is less ‘expensive than buying a whole wardrobe of
outfits, uniform can still be pricey. Many schools have a specific supplier, and wearing cheaper
alternatives can result in punishment if the black skirt you’re wearing isn’t exactly the right black
skirt. Finding uniform that fits you, especially if you’re limited-to one shop, can also be a struggle.
Recently the Liberal Democrats held a conference about the cost of school uniforms across
England. The education minister David-Laws is to issue new guidance to end the practice of using
a single uniform supplier, enabling parents to shop around for uniform.

Depression can be triggered by stressful life events, like divorce or a death in the

family. Or it can appear suddenly, for no apparent reason.

@ some people think you-can just will yourself out of a depression. That’s
not true. Many doctors believe that one thing that may cause depression is an
imbalance of serotonin—a chemical in your body.
