The purposes of this research were to 1) compare students’ reading
comprehension skills before and after using extensive reading activities and 2) study

the students’ satisfaction towards the extensive reading.

The sample, selected by a simple random sampling technique,
comprised of 34 grade seven students, during the second semester, academic year

2019.

The research instruments consisted of 1) 95 graded readers books; 2) a
reading report; 3) an English reading comprehension test, used as pretest and
posttest; and 4) the satisfaction questionnaire towards the extensive reading
activities. Mean and standard deviation of items were used to evaluate the students’
satisfaction towards the extensive reading activities. The paired-sample t-test was

used to analyze the students’ reading comprehension skills.

The results of the research were as follows:

1. The students’ reading comprehension skills after using the extensive
reading activities were significantly higher than before using the intervention at the
