The purposes of this research were to identify 1) the participative leadership of school
administrator under the Secondary Educational Service Area Office 8 2) the organizational
commitment of teacher in school under the Secondary Educational Service Area Office 8 3) the
participative leadership of administrator affecting organizational commitment of teacher in school
under the Secondary Educational” Service Area Office 8. The sample of this study were
respondents in each school: 2 administrators and 3 teachers, total of 205. The instrument of this
study was the questionnaire about the ‘participative leadership of school administrator base on
the principle of Mitchell, and the organizational commitment of teacher in school based on the
principle of Allen and Mayer. The Statistics used to analyze data were frequency, percentage,
arithmetic mean, standard deviation and stepwise multiple regression analysis.

The Study shows that

1. The participative leadership of school administrator under the Secondary Educational
Service Area Office 8 were at the high level in the overall aspect and each aspect. Ranking from
the highest arithmetic mean to the lowest were: participative climate, participative remuneration,
participative decision-making and participative ego-involvement.

2. The organizational commitment of teacher in school under the Secondary
Educational Service Area Office 8 were at the high level inthe overall aspect and each aspect.
Ranking from the highest arithmetic mean to the lowest were: continuance commitment,
normative commitment and affective commitment.

3. The participative decision-making and participative remuneration affect the
organizational commitment of teacher in school under the Secondary Educational Service Area

Office 8 at .01 level of statistical significant.
