The purposes of this research were to: 1) develop and test the efficiency of the exercises
on understanding English word meaning from context by using think aloud technique for eleventh
grade students according to the criteria at 80/80 2) compare skills to understand English word
meaning skill from context for eleventh grade students before and after using exercises on
understanding English word meaning from context by using think aloud technique and 3) study the
eleventh grade students’ satisfaction towards the exercises on understanding of English word
meaning from context using think aloud technique. The sample was 23 eleventh grade students of
Mathayomviphawadee School. They were selected by simple random sampling technique taking
each classroom as a sampling unit.-The instruments used for collecting the data consisted of:
1) lesson plans, 2) exercises on understanding of English word meaning from context by using think
aloud technique and 3) a satisfaction questionnaire towards exercises on understanding of English
word meaning from context using think aloud technique. The statistics used to analyze the data

were mean (x), standard deviation (S.D.) and dependent t-test.
The results of the study were as follows:

1. The efficiency of the exercises on understanding English word meaning from context
by using think aloud technique for eleventh grade students was 80.54/80.58 which meets the 80/80

criteria.

2. The students’understanding of English word meaning from context after using the

exercises was significantly higher at the .05 level.

3. The students’ satisfaction towards the exercises was generally at the highest level.

Right Brain, Left Brain

Leonardo da Vinci, Prince William, and Julia Roberts have something in common.

What is it? They are all left-handed! Today about 15 percent of the population is left-handed.
But why are people left-handed? The answer may be in the way the brain works.

The left side of the brain controls the right side of the body, so when the left brain is stronger, the
right hand will be strong and the person may be right-handed. The left half controls speaking so a person
with a strong left brain may become a good speaker, professor, lawyer, or salesperson. A person with a
strong left brain may have a strong idea of time is known as 1) punctual person. The person may be
strong in math and 2) logic which means he thinking that follows rules. He or she may remember people’s
names and like to plan things ahead of time. He or she may be practical and safe. If something happens
to the left side of the brain, the person may have problems speaking and may not know what day it is.
The right side of his or her body will become weak.

When the right side of the brain is stronger, the person will have a strong left hand and may be
left-handed. The person may prefer art, music and 3) literature that can be defined as collection of
written works. The person may become an artist, a writer, an inventor, a film director, or a photographer.
The person may be a 4) recognizer who remembers what he heard has or seen before. Also, they can
remember faces but not remember names. The person may not love numbers or business.

This does not mean that all artists are left-handed and all accountants are right-handed. There are
many 5) exceptions which mean the people or things that are excluded from a general rule. Some
right-handers have a strong right brain, and some left-handers have a strong left brain. The best thing
would be to use both right and left sides of the brain. There are people who learn to do two things at
the same time. They can answer practical questions on the telephone (which uses the left brain) and at
the same time play the piano (which uses the right brain), but this is not easy to do!
