This is a pre-experimental research using one-group pretest-posttest design.
The objectives were to: 1) compare the eleventh grade students’ English
presentation skills before and after using Project-based Learning, and 2) survey the
eleventh grade students’ satisfactions with Project-based Learning. The sample
consisted of 27 of the eleventh grade students, room seven, English-Mathematics
program, Kanaratbamrungpathumthani School, the second semester of the academic
year 2020. The research instruments were 1) Project-based Learning lesson plans 2)
pre-test and post-test of English presentation skills 3) criteria for the evaluation of
English presentation skills,-and 4)-a questionnaire to survey the satisfactions toward
Project-based Learning. The data were analyzed by mean, standard deviation, and t-

test dependent.

The results of the study were as follows:

1. The students’ English presentation skills after studying through Project-
based Learning were significantly higher than before studying through Project-based

Learning at .05 level.

2. The results of the study on the satisfactions of the eleventh grade
students using Project-based Learning in five aspects: 1) Teaching and learning

methodology 2) Contents 3) Language use 4) English presentation skill evaluation 5)

Benefits of the study. The overall students’ satisfactions were at a high level (x =
