The purposes of this pre-experimental research were: 1) to compare Mathayom suksa three
students’ average speaking skills scores before and after using task-based learning approach focusing on
local product selling contents; 2) to study the satisfaction of Mathayom suksa three students
toward the task-based learning approach; /3) to study students’ attitude towards the task-based
learning approach, and 4) to observe the sample group’s average scores of the Ordinary National
Education Test (O-NET) after using the task-based learning approach. The samples comprised 35
students selected by purposive sampling method from Mathayom suksa three, Banlatwitthaya school in
academic year of 2/2019. The research instruments included 1) four lessons and task-based learning
lesson plans; 2) direct test of speaking skills;-3) rubric of speaking test evaluation; 4) the satisfaction
questionnaire of the students and- 5). a-semi-structured interview. The data were analyzed for mean,

standard deviation, t-test dependent scores and content analysis.
The results of the study were as follows:

1) The students’ average score of English speaking skills after using the task-based learning

approach was significantly higher than before at .05 level.

2) The students’ satisfaction with the benefits of the task-based learning approach is at the
highest level followed by the satisfaction with-the contents of the lessons and of the teaching process

respectively.

3) The students have positive attitudes toward the use of the task-based learning approach
because they felt that they would be able to apply what they learned from the task-based learning

lesson into their real lives.

4) Interestingly, the average scores of Ordinary National Education Test (O-NET) of the sample
group students after using task-based learning approach focusing on local product selling contents was

higher than the average scores of the country.

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1. Toddy Palm Cake (Khanom tan)

Toddy Palm Cake is one of the popular desserts in Banlat District. It is also known as
Kanom-tan in Thai. Toddy palm cake is always found in area where palm trees are grown.

The ingredients: Toddy Palm Cake is made from ripe palm fruit, rice flour, sugar,
coconut, salt and baking powder. The ripe palm fruit is used as the main ingredient. Its
flesh is crushed has a strong smell.

What does it taste like?

It is sweet and soft. The outstanding feature of Khanom Tan is also the sweet

fragrant smell of the fruits of the sugar palm tree.

How to make

- First, peel the ripe palm fruit and
crush it with water in a bowl and
put all of the juice in a filter cloth
bag and squeeze. Then, leave it in

the refrigerator for 24 hours.

- Second, boil coconut milk with
sugar.

- Next, mix palm flesh from step1 with rice flour and coconut milk from step2
and leave it outside for 4 hours.

- After that, make some small cups from banana leaves and pour the mixture
in them.

- Last, mix shredded coconut with salt and dress at the top of the cake. Then,

steam on boiling water for 15 minutes.
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2. Fried Toddy Palm Seeds (Tanod-Tod)

Fried Toddy Palm Seed is a unique dessert of Banlat District. You won’t find this
kind of dessert in any other places because it is made of the old palm seed which is quite
difficult to open the hard palm shell to get the old palm seed inside. Moreover, the old
palm seed need to be kept for nearly 1 year until there is a root growing up from the

seed.

The ingredients: Fried toddy palm seed is made of the old palm seeds, rice flour,
palm sugar, coconut milk and oil.

What does it taste like?
It tastes sweet and crispy but it is soft inside. It is very

delicious.

How to make

First, cut the old palm shell to get the old palm seed
inside.
- Second, put the old palm seed in the hot water boiled with the palm sugar to
make
the toddy palm seed in syrup.
- After that, mix the rice flour, coconut milk and the left syrup from step 2 in the
bowl.
- Add little water if the mixed flour is too sticky. Stir well to create smooth flour.
- Next, put the oil in the big pan and make sure the oil is hot enough for frying.
- Last, dip the old palm seed in syrup into the mixed flour and then put the
coated old palm seed in the hot oil. Fry until the toddy palm seeds turn into

golden brown and look crispy.
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3. Palm Sugar Crispy Rolls ( Thong-Muan-NumTan-Tanod)

Palm sugar crispy rolls are an OTOP of Phetchaburi province. Most of
tourists buy palm sugar crispy rolls as a souvenir and they can be eaten as the snack.
This kind of dessert is unique because of its special ingredient that is palm sugar that
makes the crispy rolls from Banlat District not too sweet and very aromatic. The
delicious taste of palm sugar crispy rolls is very popular among locals and visitors

from other provinces who always return for another taste of the crispy rolls.

The ingredients: Palm sugar crispy rolls are made
from pure palm sugar, wheat flour, eggs, sugar,
salt, black sesame seeds, coconut cream and

coconut milk

What does it taste like?
It is sweet, salty and crispy. It tastes delicious and crispy with mellow taste and

aromatic smell of 100 percent pure palm sugar. It is very light and crispy like wafer.

How to make

- First, mix the wheat flour with the coconut cream and salt together in the
bowl.

- Second, add eggs and pure palm sugar in the mixed flour.

- Next, add black sesame seeds and the coconut milk. Stir until it is smooth
and soft.

- Last, heat the mold and pour the flour mixture into the mold. When it is

cooked both side, then roll it to be in the small cigar shape.
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4. Fresh Sugar Palm Juice ( Numtan-Sod)

This is the one local product that comes from natural palm sap. Pure sugar
palm sap collected fresh from the tree has a natural sweet taste and aroma. Now
the visitor can taste this sweet fresh palm juice contained in small bottle. This
product is popular for Thai People because it has a good smell with natural sweet

which is no added sugar. It is a refreshing drink.

The ingredients: Fresh sugar palm juice is

made from natural palm sap and pandanus leaves

What does it taste like?

It tastes sweet and it has a natural aroma.

How to make
- First, clean pandanus leaves, and  tie
them together. After that cut it to

increase the fragrance.

- Second, pour the sugar palm sap and
put pandanus leaves into the pan.
- Next, boil the sugar palm sap for-about 15 minutes.
- After that take the boiled sugar palm juice in the big pot.
