The objectives of this research were to 1) compare students’ English reading
comprehension before and after applying KWL Plus technique and 2) study the students’

opinion towards the KWL Plus technique

The samples used in the study were the eleventh graders class four studying in
the second semester of the academic year 2021, consisted of the 42 students which is

selected by a clutter random sampling technique.

The research instruments consisted of 1) four lesson plans with KWL Plus
technique to enhance students” English reading comprehension skills, 2) an English reading
comprehension achievement test, used as a pretest and posttest and 3) a questionnaire
inquiring the students’ opinion towards KWL Plus technique. The t-test dependent was
used to analyze the students’ English reading comprehension and Mean and standard
deviation of items were used toevaluate the students” opinion towards the KWL Plus

technique.

The results of the study were as follows:

1. The students’ English reading comprehension skills after using the KWL Plus
technique was significantly higher than before using the KWL Plus technique at the .05

level.

2. The students’ opinion towards the KWL Plus technique was highly positive.

Moreover, posts that are thought te violate the company's
rules are flagged, either by users or machine learning filters, Al. Some very clear-cut cases are
dealt with automatically. Although the Al is never going to be perfect, Facebook is steadily adding

more Al to the moderation mix.
