The objectives of this research was (1) to evaluate level of work-family
conflict, emotional exhaustion and turnover intention (2) to study the influence of
work-family conflict side of work interference with family which effect on emotional
exhaustion (3) to study the  influence of work-family conflict side of family
interference with work which effect on emotional exhaustion (4) to study the
influence of emotional exhaustion which effect the turnover intention. This research
was conducted by a quantitative research approach. The questionnaire was used as a
research tool. The samples of this research consisted of 250 employees. Using the
statistics that used for analyzing data are frequencies, percentage, mean and
standard deviation. Hypotheses were tested with multiple regression analysis. The
result found that most of the sample is form female, age 36-40, single status,
bachelor’s degree, work experienced over 10 years. The hypotheses testing is found
the level of work-family conflict, emotional exhaustion and turnover intentions is at
a moderated level. The two groups of variables has a positive affected and
statistically significant effect on emotional exhaustion. These first group and the
second groups of variables could-describe the variation of emotional exhaustion at
42.2 and 41.9 percent, respectively ( R?=0.42 2 , R?=0.419) and Emotional exhaustion
has a positive affected on the turnover intention and could forecast turnover

intention at 57.2 percent (8 =0.572).
