The purposes of this research were to: 1) compare students English reading
comprehension skills before and after using Content and Language Integrated
Learning (CLIL); and 2) study the students’ satisfaction towards using Content and

Language Integrated Learning (CLIL)

The sample, selected by a cluster sampling technique, comprised 29 grade-
five students at Anubanbangphae School during the first semester of academic year
2022. The instruments used for this research consisted of: 1) 3 lessons plan with
Content and Language Integrated Learning (CLIL) such as Solar System, Food and
Nutrients and Love Qur Environment 2) an English reading comprehension test
(multiple choices), used as a pretest and posttest and 3) the satisfaction
questionnaire towards using Content and Language Integrated Learning (CLIL). The

data were analyzed by mean, standard deviation, and t-test dependent.

The results of the study were as follows: 1) The students’ reading
comprehension skill after using Content and Language Integrated Learning (CLIL) was
significantly higher than before the experiment at the level .05, and 2) The students’
satisfaction toward using Content and Language Integrated Learning (CLIL) was

highest positive.
