This research purposed to 1) develop an English interactive approach and collaborative
learning instructional model and 2) measure the effectiveness of conducted model via
2.1)compare students’ reading comprehension ability both before and after using an instructional
model and 2.2) study students’ happiness toward the instructional model. The sample of this
study consisted of 50 first-year students of the faculty of engineering and industrial technology,
at Silpakorn University by simple sampling technique, the second semester of the academic year
2021. Mixed-method research is used for research and development. The research instruments
consisted of 1) the English interactive approach and collaborative learning instructional model, 2)
the instructional model manual, and 3) tools for measuring the effectiveness are the English
reading comprehension test and happiness_learning journal writing. Mean, standard deviation, t-

test dependent, and content analysis are used for data analysis.
The results are shown as follows:

1) The English interactive .approach and collaborative learing instructional model
consisted of 1) concept, 2) objectives, 3) learning procedures are included activating prior
knowledge, predicting, and. planning, reading and sharing, and summarizing 4) measurement and

evaluation, and 5) condition of success.

2) The effectiveness of the instructional model revealed that 2.1) the students’ English
reading ability after using conducted model is higher than before significantly at .05 level,
respectively, and 2.2) the overview happiness of students was at high level, the students
enthusiastically preserved and pleased with using the online group work in a learning activity. The
self-appreciation has occurred to develop themselves. Moreover, a good relationship between

friends and the instructor is developed through using the instructional model.

“When the seas rise”

When most people think of global
\/\/H E N warming’, they think of something that
THE SEAS will happen in the future, something

that doesn’t affect their daily life. But
for many people around the world, the
future is now. Research shows that
sea levels worldwide have been rising
at a rate of 0.14 inches (3.5 millimeters)
per year since the early 1990s. The
trend, linked to global warming, is
putting thousands of coastal cities at
risk of being destroyed over time. The
two countries below offer a snapshot
of what climate change might look like
for all of us.

1Global warming is an increase in the Earth’s
temperature, caused in part by humans’ use of fossil
fuels (oil, gas). As the Earth warms, ice melts, causing
sea levels to rise.

Seychelles

This chain of islands in the Indian Ocean has been called one of the
most beautiful places on Earth. There is a problem, though. Many of
the country’s most populated regions were constructed in low-lying
areas, near the water. As sea levels rise, many people will lose their
homes.

Already, the island’s tourism industry is being hurt. Seychelles’s
famous beaches are being eroded by the rising water, as well as by
storms that grow more powerful each year. In addition, the country’s
coral reefs (a popular tourist attraction) are suffering because of
warmer water.

To fight these problems, the government of the Seychelles has
been trying to relocate people living in low-lying coastal areas to higher
ground. Unfortunately, there isn’t enough land to accommodate many
of these people. The country’s citizens are also trying to bring as much
attention as possible to global warming and the danger it poses. They
point out that if these things happen to the Seychelles, they can
happen to big countries like the United States, China, or Brazil next.

The Netherlands

For the people of the Netherlands, rising waters have been an obstacle for
years. The country is close to 30 percent under sea level! A series of
dams and dikes has protected the country from mass flooding for many
years, but as sea levels continue to rise, more extreme solutions are being
considered. One of them is a large increase in “floating houses.” These
houses are built on water or in areas that flood, and each structure is able
to rise and fall with the water. Sustainable and efficient apartment
buildings that can float are also being planned.

Engineers in the Netherlands are also continuing the country’s tradition
of doing large construction projects to help hold the water back. Larger
dams have been built in recent years, and rivers have been rerouted so
they are not as close to cities. Today, engineers from many countries visit
the Netherlands to learn more about these projects. They fear that in the
future, as the Earth warms and sea levels continue to rise, Dutch building
techniques will have to be used all over the world.

Third phase of co-payment “Khon La Khrueng”
plan opens to another 31 million people
Registration for the third phase of the “Khon La Khrueng” (Let’s Go Halves)
co-payment plan opened on Monday (June 14). The third phase covers an extra 31
million people with a government budget of THB93 billion. The first two phases of

the Covid-relief scheme covered a total of 15 million people.

Under the plan, participants get a 50% daily discount at participating shops
and stalls. The discount is covered at THB3,000 per participant throughout 2021.
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The first THB1,500 will be provided to each registrant via the Paotang digital wallet
from July- September, with the remaining THB1,500 paid from October- December.
The Finance Ministry expects the plan to inject THB186 billion into the
economy, half from the government and half from participants. The Thai Chamber of
Commerce predict phases one and two of Khon La Khrueng would add 0.3% of
economic growth. The higher budget for the third phase is expected to produce

Fitness and Toddlers (KidsHealth): Kids this age is walking and running,
kicking, and throwing. They’re naturally active, so be sure to provide lots of chances
for children to practice and build on these skills.

Early childhood resources teach the importance of physical activity for young
children. They offer a variety of activity ideas, strategies, information and guidelines
to use the space and materials they have, and how to model and promote healthy

habits and physical activity.
