The purposes of this research were to: 1) compare students English
comprehensive reading ability before and after using Collaborative Strategic Reading and
Graphic Organizers to Enhance the Reading Comprehension of Grade 11 Students;
2) investigate students’ opinions toward collaborative strategic reading and graphic
organizers

The sample, selected by a simple random sampling technique, comprised 30
grade-eleven students at Sriwichaiwitthaya school during the first semester of academic
year 2022. The students studied 4 learning units with collaborative strategic reading and
graphic organizers to enhance comprehensive reading ability. Each unit was conducted in 1
hour and the experiment covered 6 hours in total.

The instruments used for this research consisted of 1) 4 units with collaborative
strategic reading and graphic organizers 2) an English reading comprehension test, used as a
pretest and posttest, and 3) an-opinion questionnaire toward collaborative strategic
reading and graphic organizers. Mean and standard deviation of items were used to
evaluate the students’ opinions toward collaborative strategic reading and graphic
organizers The paired-simple t-test was used to analyze the students’ ability in English
comprehensive reading.

The results of the study were as follows:

1. The students’ English comprehensive reading ability after using collaborative
strategic reading and graphic organizers were significantly higher at the .05 level.

2. The students’ satisfaction toward collaborative strategic reading and graphic

organizers were at the highest level.

Preparing for the Cave of Crystals

The Cave of Crystals is an amazing place. One visitor described it as ‘like a
child’s dream.” The huge crystals are possible because of the hot, wet
conditions in the cave. However, those same conditions also make it impossible
for humans to stay in the cave for very long.

The temperature of the Cave of Crystals is 45 °C. That is almost as hot as the
hottest days in the Sahara Desert! You can't just walk in. You need to prepare
carefully and wear special clothes. First, you have to put on a vest, which has
more than 12 ice packs across the front and back. After this comes another
vest. This keeps the heat away from the ice. Over this, you have to wear a
bright orange caving suit. You also need a mask that blows ice-cooled air. Then
there is the helmet with a headlamp. Finally, you need to put on gloves and
boots.

Even with all this protection, being inside the cave is very tiring. Most people
don’t go inside for more than 20 minutes. Even a few minutes can be enough.
However, visitors to the cave think its beauty is worth the difficulty. In the
words of another explorer, it’s as though you are “standing inside a star.”

How Sharks Attack Their Prey

The King of Predators
Sharks are the kings of predators in the oceans. They have been known to eat
everything from juice containers, license plates, fishing hooks, people and even
dolphins. Since the movie Jaws in 1975 by director Steven Spielberg, people have
been nervous of sharks. But exactly how and why do sharks attack their victims?
Sensory System
Sharks have a powerful sensory system in their nose and excellent vision to
locate prey. Unlike humans, sharks use their noses to smell their prey and find
dinner. The main thing that attracts sharks is the smell of blood. Sharks have a
highly tuned sense of smell. A shark can sense one part of blood for every million
parts of water. Water flows into the shark’s nostrils, past very sensitive receptors.
These receptors are full of cells that send signals to the shard’s brain. This is how
a shark can tell if a fish or blood is nearby.
Electrical signals
All animal life gives off a weak electrical field. This allows fish to sense nearby
objects without actually touching them when a fish or seal is struggling, the
movement of the fish sends a vibrating electrical signal through the water. Sharks
can detect these electrical impulses underwater. These tiny signals are received
by sensory organs in the shark’s skin. These are called the Ampullae of Lorenzini.
The ampullae are similar to pores in a person’s skin. But they are larger and more
sensitive. The hammerhead shark frequently uses this electroreception technique
to hunt other fish in the ocean-often several kilometers away.
Shark Attacks
Each year, there are approximately 70-100 shark attacks around the world. Divers,
surfers and swimmers are usually the targets of these attacks. When a surfer kicks
while paddling their surfboard, a shark senses that there is a “struggle.” In fact,
most shark attacks are the result of mistaken identity. Sharks often mistakenly
attack humans, thinking they are seals. They are disappointed when they realize
that the fat content in a human’s leg is not as high as that of a seal. Sharks are
