The research explore the effect of learning manangement by using SQ4R
technique to improve English reading comprehension abilities of eighth graders. The
purpose of this research were to: 1) compare students' English reading
comprehension abilities before and after using SQ4R technique, and 2) study the

students' opinions towords using SQ4R technique.

The sample, selected by a cluster sampling technique, comprised 29 eighth
graders at Watnangsao school during the second of academic year 2022. The
instruments used for this research consisted of; 1) lesson plans with SQ4R
techniques 2) an English reading comprehension test used as a pretest and posttest,
and 3) the opinions questionaire towards using SQ4R technique. The paired-sample t-

test was used to analyze the students' English reading comprehension abilities.

The result of the study were as follow:

1. The students' English reading comprehension abilities after using SQ4R
technique were significantly higher at the 0.05 level.

2. The students' opinions towards using SQ4R technique were at the highest

level of agreement.

Loy Krathong Festival

In Thai Loy means to float and Krathong means a
circular floating object with decoration of banana leaves,
flowers, a candle and incense sticks. All these are related
to Loy Krathong, an event which does not occur on the
same date every year; instead, it counts on the full moon
night of the twelfth lunar month. People look forward to
going out and launching Krathongs together to predict the
romance future by the direction the Krathongs foat.
However, this season is also good for strengthening relationship in family.

The history of Loy Krathong is rather
obscure. Some believe that Krathong
was first created by Tao Sri Chulalak
or Nang Noppamas in Sukothai. Others
overlook its origin yet focus on the
purposes of the ritual: to pay respect
to the Goddess of the Water showing
their gratitude on their plentiful use of water and ask for forgiveness in the

ensuing pollution, Floating the beautiful Krathong away, which is the key activity
in Loy Krathong, also refers to flying away misfortune and bad things in the past
and asking for good luck in the future. Although it is not a national holiday, many
activities other than floating Krathong, are _
conducted in this festival, such as, contests of
Krathong-making and Noppamas beauty
pageants, local games and performances and
fireworks.

At Chiang Mai where it is specifcally
called Yee Peng -floating of lanterns into the
sky. In Tak where a line of thousand glittering
lights are seen on the Ping River that Krathongs. It made of coconut shells,
threaded together to make chain and that's the story of Loy Krathong Sai.

A shallow earthquake has shaken Indonesia's easternmost province of Papua,
killing four people who were unable to escape when a floating restaurant
collapsed into the sea

JAKARTA, Indonesia -- A shallow earthquake shook Indonesia’s eastemmost province
of Papua on Thursday, killing four people who were unable to escape when a floating
restaurant collapsed into the sea. The U.S. Geological Survey said the magnitude 5.1
earthquake hit residential areas in Jayapura, near Papua’s northern coast, and was centered at
a depth of 22 kilometers (13 miles). Shallow quakes often cause more damage to the Earth's

surface.

“The residents were really panicked. | was in a car, and | felt like the car's wheels were

lifted up,” said Tri Asih, a resident of Jayapura, Papua's capital. Officials said four people who

were inside a floating restaurant died when the quake caused it to collapse into the sea. “The
bodies of the four victims have been recovered,” National Disaster Mitigation Agency
spokesperson Abdul Muhari said at a news conference. "The victims were trapped under the

rubble of the cafe and covered by the roof.”

Rescue divers were searching the area around the cafeteria for possible survivors.
Muhari said houses, buildings, and medical facilities also were damaged. Some patients at the
city's hospital were evacuated to its yard. A series of strong earthquakes have shaken Papua
since January. The Meteorology, Climatology, and Geophysics Agency said it has recorded
1,079 earthquakes in Jayapura city and nearby areas since Jan. 2, with 132 of them strong

enough to be felt by residents.

Indonesia, a vast archipelago home to more than 270 million people, is frequently hit
by earthquakes and volcanic eruptions because of its location on the “Ring of Fire,” an arc of
seismic faults around the Pacific Basin. A magnitude 5.6 earthquake on Nov. 21 killed at least
331 people in West Java. It was the deadliest in Indonesia since a 2018 quake and tsunami in
Sulawesi killing about 4,340 people. In 2004, an extremely powerful Indian Ocean quake set

off a tsunami that killed more than 230,000 people in a dozen countries, most of them in

Indonesia’s Aceh province.

The third day of Songkran,15 April, is known as Wan Payawan and people typically
start the day by visiting their local temple to present food
and clothing to the monks, who then pray for them. They

also partake in other rituals believed to bring good luck

* 3 for the new year. Also indispensable at Songkran are
: l‘f floral garlands, which add a fragrant and beautiful touch
» to festivities. Three main types of fragrant flowers are
typically used to make these garlands - dok mali (jasmine), dok champhi (white champaca),
and roses. The Phuang Malai or floral garland is popular to give to elder relatives to express

love and respect.

Songkran is celebrated by everyone, everywhere throughout Thailand, and is a time
for people who have moved to other cities or towns to travel back home and spend time

with their families so on This day, the government of Thailand declared Songkran day to be a

At least four people have died and a state of emergency order
continues in Auckland, which on Friday experienced its worst downpour on record. About 350

people needed emergency accommodation, New Zealand's Prime Minister Chris Hipkins said.

He added there had been significant damage across Auckland and the North Island. The newly-

appointed PM also highlighted climate change's role in extreme weather events. "It's a 1-in-
100-year weather event, and we seem to be getting a lot of them at the moment. | think
people can see that there's a message in that...

Climate change is real, it's with us," Mr. Hipkins said on Monday. He told national

broadcaster TVNZ: "We are going to have to deal with more of these extreme weather
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events in the future. "We need to be prepared for that. And we need to do everything we
can to combat the challenge of climate change." Mr. Hipkins also acknowledged criticism
from locals that communications over the floods had been "too few and far between". With
the unprecedented rainfall Auckland has seen since Friday, even "ordinary" torrential rain in

15 the days ahead could cause more flooding and damage than it would usually, the city's
mayor said in a tweet on Monday. "In parts of the city, the weather looks a bit better - but,
don't be fooled, our region is not out of the woods yet," Wayne Brown said. Many factors
contribute to flooding, but a warming atmosphere caused by climate change increases the
intensity and frequency of extreme rainfall. The world has already warmed by about 1.1C

20 since the industrial era began, and temperatures will keep rising unless governments around
the world make steep cuts to emissions.

The National Institute of Water and Atmospheric Research, the country's climate

science body, said Friday was the e = i S
wettest day on record for a number of
25 locations in Auckland. Footage and
images online showed people trapped
in waist-deep floodwater, rescuers

30 aisles of several flooded supermarkets. Auckland Airport, which was temporarily closed due
to damage from heavy flooding, has since reopened.
