This study aims to: 1) evaluate students' English listening skills prior to and
following instruction using podcast media, and 2) assess students' perceptions of
podcast media as a tool for enhancing English listening skills. This research employs
an experimental approach, specifically. a One-Group Pretest-Posttest Design. The
sample comprises students enrolled in an English course (course code 15101) during
the second semester of the 2022 academic year. The participants were selected
through cluster random sampling, using the classroom as the sampling unit. The
sample includes 28 students from Grade 5, Room 2, and 29 students from Grade 5,
Room 3, totaling 57 students. The research instruments included podcast media,
instructional plans, an English listening skills assessment, and a questionnaire on
students' perceptions of podcast media. Data were analyzed using mean (X),

standard deviation (S.D.), and a paired t-test.

The findings indicate that: (1) students' English listening skills significantly
improved after using podcast media, with a significance level of .01, and (2) students'
perceptions of using podcast media to enhance Ensglish listening skills were highly

positive.
