The purposes of this research were to: 1) to compare the English reading
comprehension skills of grade 8 students before and after using Murdoch Integrate Approach
(MIA) with Flipped Classroom 2) to study student’s satisfaction toward learning by using Murdoch
Integrate Approach (MIA) with Flipped Classroom

The sample, selected by a cluster random sampling technique, comprised 40 grade-
eight students of Srivinitwitthayakom school during the second semester of the academic year
2023. The experiment started with students took a pre-test to measure English reading
comprehension skills before studying. Then, students studied lessons by using Murdoch Integrate
Approach (MIA) with Flipped Classroom, for 5 lessons, 2 hours per week, totally 5 weeks. After
that, students took a post-test to measure English reading comprehension skills and a
questionnaire to investigate student’s satisfaction toward learning by using Murdoch Integrate

Approach (MIA) with Flipped Classroom.

The instruments used for this research consisted of 1) lesson plans of using Murdoch
Integrate Approach (MIA) with Flipped Classroom 2) pre-test and post-test of English reading
comprehension skills 3) guestionnaire to investigate student’s satisfaction toward learning by
using Murdoch Integrate Approach (MIA) with Flipped Classroom. The mean, standard deviation,

dependent simple t-test were used to analyze the data.

The results of the study were as follows:

1. The English reading comprehension skills of students after using Murdoch Integrate

Approach (MIA) with Flipped Classroom were significantly higher than before at the .05 level.

2. The satisfaction toward learning by using Murdoch Integrate Approach (MIA) with

Flipped Classroom of students was at the high level.
