The objectives of this study were 1) the level of perceives organization
support, perceived supervisor support, organizational commitment and in-role
performance 2) the influence of perceives organization support and perceived
supervisor support affecting organizational commitment of revenue officer 3) the
influence of organizational commitment affecting in-role performance of employees
in a regional revenue office. The samples were 266 revenue officers. Data were
collected by purposive sampling, employees in a regional revenue office. The data
analysis was done by using percentages and frequency distributions, correlation

coefficient, multiple regression analysis and simple linear regression analysis.

The results showed that the most respondents were male 65.79 percent,
age between 30-40 years old 58.27 percent, single 78.02 percent, graduated
bachelor’s degree 64.29 percent, salary between 20,001 — 30,000 Baht 56.02 percent.
The level of perceived organizational support, perceived supervisor support,
organizational commitment and role performance of employees in a regional
revenue office were very high. The hypothesis testing presented that perceived
supervisor support positively affected organizational commitment. Moreover,
organizational commitment positively affected in role performance with statistical

significance at 0.01 level.
