The purposes of this research were to;:1) develop the task-based and cognitive academic
language learning approach: CALLA English reading instructional model to enhance academic reading
skills and leamning strategies for undergraduate students and 2).study the effectiveness of the task-
based and cognitive academic language learing approach:; CALLA English reading instructional model
to enhance academic reading skills and/learning strategies-for undergraduate students. The samples
comprised 34 junior students majering in English education at Education"and Development Sciences
Faculty, Kasetsart University ‘during the second -semester of the academic year 2015. Research
instruments consisted of the” English instructional 'model based “on task-based and cognitive
academic language learning approach: CALLA, reading exercises, a handbook for the model, lesson
plans, an academic reading test, a learning strategies assessment form, a reading log and a
questionnaire. The data were analyzed by mean, standard-deviation, t-test. dependent and content
analysis.

The results were as follows:

1) The task-based and.cognitive academic language learning approach: CALLA English
reading instructional model “to “enhance academic ‘reading skills. and* learning strategies for
undergraduate students called “PPPTE Model” consisted of 5 components. These are (1) principles
emphasis on the integration of task-based and cognitive academic language learning approach:
CALLA English reading instructions; (2).objective to.enhance academic reading skills and learning
strategies; (3) the learning process which-had 5 steps, a) planning (P), b) performing reading task (P), c)
practice (P), d) transfer (T),.ande) evaluation (E);*(4). The 2 parts assessments and evaluations on
academic reading skills and learning strategies; and (5)-the important condition for using the PPPTE
model successfully which consisted of teachers have to prepare suitable and enough documents
and materials and social system to participate on task creativity. The efficiency of this model was
80.34/82.03.

2) The effectiveness of the PPPTE model indicated that 2.1) after using the PPPTE model,
the students’ academic reading skills were higher than before receiving the instruction at a .01
significance level, 2.2) the students who learning by using the PPPTE model, the students’ learning
strategies were increased from a moderate level to a high level, and 2.3) after using the PPPTE
model, the students had opinion toward learning activities of the model at the high level.

Passage 3

Spoon-fed feel lost at the cutting edge

A) Before “arriving..at- university students_ will ‘have been powerfully
influenced by their school's.approach to learning particular subjects. Yet this is only
rarely taken into account by teachers in higher education, according to.new research
carried out at Nottingham University, which-could explain‘why so many students

experience problems making the transition.

B) Historian Alan Booth says there is a growing feeling on both sides of the
Atlantic that the shift from school-to. university-style learning could be vastly
improved. But little consensus exists about who or what is at fault when the
students cannot cope. "School teachers commonly blame the poor quality of
university teaching, citing factors such as large first-year lectures, the widespread use
of inexperienced postgraduate tutors and the general lack of concern for students in

an environment where research is dominant in career progression," Dr Booth said.

C) Many university tutors on the other hand claim that the school system
is failing to prepare students for what will be expected of them at university. A-level
history in particular is seen to be teacher-dominated, creating a passive dependency

culture.
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D) But while both sides are bent on attacking each other, little is heard
during such exchanges from the students themselves, according to Dr Booth, who
has devised a questionnaire to test the views of more than 200 first-year history
students at Nottingham over a three-year period. The students were asked about
their experience of how history is taught at the outset of their degree programme. It

quickly became clear that teaching methods in school were pretty staid.

E) About 30 per cent of respondents claimed to have made significant use
of primary sources (few felt very confident in handling them) and this had mostly
been in connection with project work. Only 16 per cent had used video/audio; 2 per

cent had experienced field trips and less than 1.per cent had engaged in role-play.

F) Dr Booth found students and teachers were frequently restricted by the
assessment style which remains dominated by exams.- These put obstacles in the
way of more adventurous. teaching and active learning, he said. Of the students in
the survey just 13 per cent felt their A-level course had prepared them very well for

work at university. Three-quarters felt it had prepared them fairly well.

G) One typical comment sums up the contrasting’approach: "At A-level we
tended to be spoon-fed. with. dictated notes -and if \we were told to do any
background reading (which was rare) we were told exactly which pages to read out of
the book".

H) To test this further the students.were-asked how. well they were
prepared in specific skills central to degree level history study. The answers reveal
that the students felt most confident at taking notes from lectures and organising
their notes. They were least.able to give an oral presentation and there was no great
confidence in contributing to seminars, knowing how much to read, using primary
sources and searching for texts. Even reading and taking notes from a book were
often problematic. Just 6 per cent of the sample said they felt competent at writing

essays, the staple A level assessment activity.

[) The personal influence of the teacher was paramount. In fact individual
teachers were the centre of students' learning at A-level with some 86 per cent of
respondents reporting that their teachers had been more influential in their

development as historians than the students' own reading and thinking.
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J) The ideal teacher turned out to be someone who was enthusiastic
about the subject; a good clear communicator who encouraged discussion. The ideal
teacher was able to develop students’ involvement and independence. He or she
was approachable and willing to help. The bad teacher, according to the survey, dictates
notes and allows no room for discussion. He or she makes students learn strings of

facts; appears uninterested in the subject and fails to listen to other points of view.

K) No matter how poor the students judged their preparedness for degree-
level study, however, there was a fairly widespread optimism that the experience
would change them significantly, particularly-in terms_of their open mindedness and

ability to cope with people.

Passage 4

Universities in Britain

A) Today in Britain-there are 124 state universities, but only one private
university - the University of Buckingham. Before the-19th century there were only six
universities: Oxford. Cambridge, Aberdeen, -Edinburgh, Glascow and St Andrews.
Universities were usually linked to-the Church-and were established between the
13th and 15th centuries. They often have good reputations, beautiful old buildings,

traditions and usually offer a wide range of courses.

B) A number of universities were established in the 19th and early 20th
centuries as a result of the industrial revolution and they began training highly skilled
people for industry. These universities were generally established in major industrial
centres such as Birmingham, Manchester, Newcastle and other big cities. Sometimes
called modern or civic universities, these universities have the advantage of well-

established libraries, academic specialities and accommodation that is close to

campus. These universities are often able to provide accommodation for all first year

students.

C) A number of new universities were established in the 1960s when
children born after World War 2 entered the higher education system. The
government decided to expand higher education to educate these students. The
advantage of these universities is that they are well planned and most of the living

and teaching facilities are on campus.

D) Before 1992, higher education in'the UK/was split into polytechnics and
universities. The polytechnics provided skilled people for the industries situated in
their region - they focused on vocational and professional subjects. For many years,
polytechnics didn't have-the  same .influence-as universities. However, by 1992,
educational standards in polytechnics were as’ good as universities and many

became universities. Many of these universities also offer diploma courses.

E) These universities-are. madeof several smaller colleges which come
together to form a single university.under a senate.committee. There are only seven
of these institutions in the UK = London University,~Oxford and Cambridge are
examples. Specialist colleges-offer a range-of courses-in one discipline - for example
agriculture, music, design or.medicine. Some of these colleges may only offer-
postgraduate programmes. These colleges are usually small, with a limited number

of students.

F) Universities have different locations. The older universities often have
teaching facilities and student accommodation situated close together. Students in
these usually socialise in a particular part of the city and there is a strong sense of
community despite being in a large city. Some city campuses are situated on the
outskirts of the city. These very often have the space to provide sports facilities and
accommodation. They are also close enough to the city for students to enjoy city
life. Some universities, notably Oxford and Cambridge, have a collegiate structure -
that is, students are members of colleges within the university. These colleges are
the centre of social life and academic life. Academic staff usually live at the college,

and students and staff enjoy easy relationships.
